Back to School Reminders: 

Paperwork. We’re currently reviewing each child’s file 
to ensure that all required paperwork is up to date. If 
any documents need your attention, you’ll find them 
in your mailbox soon. Please review, complete, and 
return them to the office at your earliest convenience.  

Physicals. State regulations require that each child’s 
file includes current documentation of well-child 
checkups at the following ages: 3, 6, 9, 12, 15, 18, 24, 
30, and 36 months, and then annually after age 3. 
Please have your child’s doctor complete the official 
Child Health Report form at each checkup. Blank 
forms are available on the parent mailboxes—just 
grab one before your next appointment.  

Classroom Transitions. As we begin the new school 
year, some children will be transitioning to the next 
classroom based on their age and developmental 
readiness. If your child is scheduled to move, you’ll 
receive a notice in your mailbox with details, including 
the transition date and any tuition changes associated 
with the new classroom. If you have any questions or 
would like to discuss the transition, feel free to stop 
by the office—we’re happy to help! 

Drop-Off & Pick-Up Reminder. To help maintain a 
healthy environment and support smooth transitions, 
we kindly ask that parents avoid entering the 
classrooms during drop-off and pick-up times. A quick, 
cheerful goodbye—complete with a hug and well 
wishes—helps your child settle in more easily and 
allows teachers to guide them into their day with 
confidence.
